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Situated in a secluded area near the east gate of Hurlburt Field, at the 

very end of Walkup Way, sits Gator Lakes Golf Course. Spectacular views 

of the flight line, lush trees, and sparkling waters.

Gator Lakes Golf Course 
boasts an 18-hole layout 
featuring a mix of PAR 
3, 4, and 5, along with 
four tee options catering 
to men, women, seniors, 
and professionals. �e 
course earns its name, 
Gator Lakes, with eight 
of its holes adorned by 
water features, where 
sightings of alligators are 
not uncommon, as noted 
by Teke Carson, the Golf 

Course Manager. “�ey 
pretty much stay out of the 
way, but every now and 
then they wander across 
the green.”

BENEFITS

In terms of pricing, 
Gator Lakes o�ers rates 
approximately 25% lower 
than neighboring courses 
and provides options for 
12-month and 4-month 
passes. However, the 
bene�ts extend beyond 
a�ordability. Every Sunday, 
personnel E-4 and below 
enjoy complimentary 
green fees from 10 am 
to 5:30 pm. Additionally, 
the course introduced 
Toptracer, an electronic 
driving range experience, 
available 24/7 with eight 
covered bays featuring 
lounge seating, provided 
free of charge with only 
ball purchases required.
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T
he ball dispenser accepts cash or range key purchased in 
advance from the Pro Shop. Ball buckets come in 30, 50, and 
100. Range keys can be pre-loaded with any amount desired and 

users receive a discount of up to 25% on buckets of balls. Another added 
bene�t is the free use of golf clubs when utilizing the driving range.

For squadron events or fundraisers, the Pro Shop extends assistance, as 
exempli�ed by their recent collaboration with a squadron for a unique 
race event. Furthermore, Gator Lakes hosts a vibrant tournament 
schedule, including weekly, monthly, and intramural events, catering to 
diverse player preferences.

COURSE UPDATES AND INITIATIVES

Looking ahead, initiatives like Get Golf Ready and Junior Golf Clinics 
aim to expand instructional opportunities, focusing on beginners, 
seniors, and junior players. Teke tells us that several of his instructors 
are Professional Golf Association (PGA) certi�ed, allowing them 
to o�er programs that could easily be implemented at Gator Lakes.  
�e Junior Golf Clinic is geared towards kids under 16 with skill 
levels ranging from new to experienced golfers. Get Golf Ready is an 
instructional program for adults who are looking to start playing or for 
people interested in learning more about golf. PGA HOPE (Helping 
Our Patriots Everywhere) is another initiative in the early stages of 
development at Gator Lakes.

Emphasizing course quality, Gator Lakes prioritizes green maintenance 
and upcoming fairway renovations to enhance player experience. Teke 
told us, “We probably have the best greens in the Fort Walton Beach 
area by keeping the weeds and bugs o� with constant upkeep.” Fairway 
renovations starting in the Summer of 2024 will include Bermuda grass 
install and weed removal giving a more plush feel. Teke says the impact 
should be minimal to the customer as the updates will be gradual 
over time.

INSIDE THE PRO SHOP

�e fully stocked Pro Shop complements the gol�ng experience, 
o�ering top-notch gear and personalized services including embroidery 
on clothing items and custom �t clubs to enhance your gol�ng 
experience. �e Oasis Café is home to some of the best food and 
spectacular views found on Hurlburt Field. �e café serves up breakfast 
and lunch in the dining room or on the covered patio, with views of 
holes 9 & 18, and the �ight line. Daily specials adorn the menu along 
with various breakfast dishes, hamburgers, sandwiches, and drinks. 

If you’re a 
regular at 
Gator Lakes, 
chances 
are you’ve 
crossed paths 

with one of its most devoted 
patrons: retired Chief Master 
Sergeant Cecil Tatum. Since 1983, 
Cecil has been a familiar figure 
on the golf course, where he 
effortlessly completes 18 holes 
in just over three hours. “I can 
hit it pretty accurately down the 
middle. I hang in for 18 holes and 
I have great teammates walking 
through the course with me,” 
he shares. The convenience of 
the course and its welcoming 
ambiance keep him returning 
week after week. “It feels like 
home to me. The course is in 
really good shape, and I always 
find joy in playing here.”

Cecil’s journey with the Air Force 
began in June 1946, serving in 
Personnel. Originally hailing 
from Pensacola, he retired 
from Eglin Air Force Base after 
a distinguished military career, 
followed by retirement from 
Hurlburt Field in civil service, 
accumulating a remarkable 50 
years of service. Cecil celebrated 
his 95th birthday on May 5th.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC

Access to Gator Lakes is not 
limited to base personnel, the 
public can utilize the course 
through a simple online a�davit 
process, facilitating up to six 
months of access upon vetting. 
Prospective players simply take 
the completed form and their 
identi�cation to the Visitor 
Control Center (near the main 
gate of Hurlburt Field). Players 
are vetted and given a pass to 
access the base and play Gator 
Lakes anytime during their 
access period. 

VISIT THE COURSE

Operating seven days a week, 
Gator Lakes Golf Course observes 
closures on two holidays a year, 
�anksgiving Day and Christmas 
Day. �ere may be unexpected 
closures for lightning storms or 
hurricanes, prioritizing player 
safety. Don Martinez, Recreation 
Assistant, noti�es players of 
timely course closures during 
such events, o�ering rainchecks 
if necessary.

Customers o�en play the 
course for its secluded, natural 
setting devoid of homes and 
neighborhoods found at other 
local courses, providing an 
immersive escape into nature 
Whether you are an avid golfer, 
looking to perfect your swing at 
the driving range, or you want to 
learn more about the game of golf, 
the golf professionals at Gator 
Lakes are committed to providing 
you with the best customer 
service and golf experience to 
make your visit to Gator Lakes 
Golf Course remarkable.

PGA HOPE

Started in April of 2023 to 
help veterans and active 
duty service members build 
a community through the 
game of golf. John Jenkins, 
PGA Head Golf Professional, 
used the program when he 
retired from the Army and 
saw a need for the program 
at Hurlburt Field. John 
received training on adaptive 
golf, which provides extra 
training to assist someone 
in a wheelchair or missing 
a limb, and how to use the 
game of golf to deal with 
varying aspects of trauma. 
The PGA HOPE course is 
one day a week for six 
weeks and students receive 
two hours of instruction 
including on-course, short 
game, full swing, and course 
management. But the 
biggest piece is community 
involvement. John’s goal is 
to one day host a PGA HOPE 
Golf Tournament with past 
and present graduates of the 
program. Currently, John is 
instructing the 5th session 
with five students. Veterans 
or active duty members 
looking to join PGA HOPE of 
Hurlburt Field can talk to John 
at the Pro Shop.

Don Martinez, Recreational Operation Assistant
“I started at the Gator Lakes in March 2016. I retired from Kadena Air Base 
as the senior enlisted leader of Okuma (Kadena’s beach and recreation area) 
and I moved to this area where I started at the wood shop. In my spare time 
I was playing the course and when the wood shop closed I spent several 
years just golfing.
